Tones of brioche and honey combined with almond and apricot with a vibrant purity of fruit and a
touch of minerality.

Krug Grande Cuvee £190.00
It has an intense bouquet with full round aromas and a superbly rich flavour of roasted hazelnuts
ending on a flowery and fresh note.

Pol Roger Cuvee Winston Churchill £250.00
Light golden yellow in colour, showing an intense creamy mousse and an elegant, floral bouquet
as well as notes of dried fruits. On the palate, it is broad, rich and stylish.

Ripe and full flavoured, with balanced sweetness; made from late-picked grapes naturally dried
on the vine.

Chateau de Rougette Loupiac, France £18.95
This wine shows flavours of apricots and peaches balanced by light acidity, giving freshness to
the wine.

Pelee Island Icewine, Canada £60.00
Produced from grapes which are left on the vine in the autumn and then hand harvested in

December and January when temperatures fall below -10 C and the grapes have frozen solid

naturally on the vine concentrating the sugar. This dessert wine is lusciously sweet and smooth with

rich, concentrated aromas of apricots and peaches.

Rich and spicy, Port-like wine, with deep plum and violet hues and luscious ripe berry flavours on
the palate.

Penny’s Hill ‘Vintage’ Fortified Shiraz, Australia - 50cI £35.95
Fortified on skins with elite quality brandy spirit then pressed and stored in timber vats for 12

months prior to bottling. This results in a gorgeous, ripe but fine port style with sweet liquorice

and raspberry tones.

Barros Vintage 1991, Portugal £55.00
Lovely aroma of violets and berries with a hint of spice. Medium bodied with silky fine tannins and
a long delicious aftertaste.

Barros Colheita Tawny Port 1978, Portugal £70.00
Old Tawnies from a single year, matured in cask during a minimum period of 8 years. Honeyed
and nutty style with a lengthy, elegant finish.




Tierra Antica Sauvignon Blanc, Chile
Fresh and herbaceous style with delicious aromas of melon, apple and grapefruit. Fresh and fruity
with a zippy finish.

Pinot Grigio Venezie IGT, Italy
A dry white wine with a mineral character and a round and spicy flavour.

Le Beau Chene Viognier, France
Fresh creamy apricot flavour with hints of ripe pears and a lovely balance on the finish.

Head Over Heels Sauvignon Semillon, Australia
Refreshing and herbaceous in style with hints of lychee, gooseberry, limes and melon in the
Background. The vibrant mouth filling flavours lead to a crisp clean finish.

Ondarre Blanco - Barrique Fermented, Spain

Oak aging has lent
warm savoury notes on the palate with a full lingering finish.

Penny’s Hill Grenache Cadenzia, Australia £35.95
A big rich, juicy wine which shows classic characters of spice and cherry fruit with a wonderful
savoury finish. A full-bodied, generous wine in the tradition of McLaren Vale Grenache.

Chateau Canuet AC Margaux 1999, France £45.00
This, the second wine of Chateau Cantenac Brown, shows all the elegant hallmarks of its parent.
This shows ripe fruit with a suppleness and elegance typical of the 1999 vintage.

Chateuneuf du Pape ‘Les Cailloux’, France £58.00
Evident notes of morello cherries with cream on the nose with a mellow, chocolatey and supple
mid palate; elegant and very complex with extraordinary length with fine tannins.

Vougeout ‘Clos du Prieure’ Dom de la Vougeraie, France £80.00
A rich style with a great depth of extract and texture, quite supple with a consistency of flavour
from start to finish.

Chateau Trottevieille, AC St Emilion 1er Grand Cru Classe £125.00
This wine consistently has great concentration and length. Deeply coloured with lovely depth of
blackberry fruit with hints of coffee and chocolate. A truly elegant Bordeaux wine of great finesse.
